By the time you read this we will know if the forecasters hit it this 
time or missed again. 
 I must say I hope it rains.  Iôd like a little.  Am I anticipating it?   Not really.  I 
washed the truck.  (I know; donôt give me a hard time.  There is no meteorological 
connection between me washing the truck and the atmospheric conditions that make 
rain.)  The connection is; I did not anticipate it raining , so washing the truck was an 
immediate response to a perceived need- it was dirty and now it is clean.  If it does rain 
then it will have a few nice water spots - which I would gladly welcome.  
 I read an article this morning in which the author talked about ñblind optimismò 
which was not what I coul d identify as hope.  It sounded a little like it was anticipation 
for some good without any reason to really expect it or plan for it.  Almost like wishful 
thinking.  I wondered if the writer had any faith or was just ñrolling with the punches of 
lifeò. 
 Guess what?  It has started raining.  And more than a few drops, enough 
already to settle the dust, maybe even enough to make a real difference will come in 
the next hour or morning and afternoon.  Or will it stop?  Is this a matter of blind 
optimism, wishful thinking, anticipation, or hope?  
 Answer that question as you will, the real questions have to do with much 
bigger things than the weather and it is in that arena that all of these concepts but one 
come up short.   Only the hope found in Christ Jesus can carry us through the truly 
tough times and it is only the resurrection of Jesus that gives us any hope when faced 
with death.  When confronted with ultimate issues the flimsy concepts of wishful 
thinking or blind optimism are not worthy.  Only hope is wo rthy.  Paul told the 
Corinthians that three remain- faith, HOPE, and love.  We often rush right to the love 
parts and forget that hope is a gift from God which is absolutely critical.  
 Exercise your hope this week by your actions, looking into the future w ith 
confidence that God who began a good work in you will bring it to completion.

Sermon Sunday -  ñChecks, Balances, Christians, Blessings to Shareò  



   It doesn't take a rocket scientist to figure out 
something is very wrong with the idea of a good God 
overseeing a suffering world. If He exists, then why 
does He allow such horrible things to happen? It's a 
question as old as humanity itself. The only answer is 

that this isn't the way God intended things to be. We humans messed things up, and now 
we are paying the price for it.  
 

   But believers have a secret weapon against the horrors of this world: Jesus Himself! 
When He comes to make His "home" in your heart, it truly is His home; and He will protect 
what is His. He doesn't promise to make your life easier, but He changes the way you view 
that life and gives you supernatural strength to make it through the hard times. Suddenly 
your perspective is filtered through His eyes, His heart, His gentle Spirit, His joy.  
 

   A baby girl named Fanny, born in a small New York town in 1820, contracted a cold in 
her eyes when she was just six weeks old. A country doctor prescribed the wrong 
treatment, and the little girl was left blind for life. As she grew up, she determined to make 
the best of her disability, writing at age eight: "O what a happy soul I am! Although I 
cannot see, I am resolved that in this world contented I will be".  
 

   Fanny went on to a career as a teacher and writer -in-residence at New York's Institute 
for the Blind. She recited her poems before Congress and made friends with powerful 
people, including presidents. 
 

   But something was missing from her life. In 1851, she found the missing piece: a 
relationship with Jesus Christ. Fourteen years later, she was introduced to the hymnist 
William Bradbury, who encouraged her to turn her poems into hymns. Bradbury gave Fanny 
the idea for a song he needed, and she sat down to write her very first hymn: We are 
going, we are going/ To a home beyond the skies/ Where the fields are robed in beauty/ 
And the sunlight never dies. 
 

   It was the first of more than 8,000 hymns written by Fanny Crosby. Perhaps her most 
famous hymn, "To God Be The Glory," goes like this:  
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To God be the glory, great things He has done;  
So loved He the world that He gave us His Son, 
Who yielded His life an atonement for sin,  
And opened the life gate that all may go i n. 

 
Praise the Lord, praise the Lord, 
Let the end hear His voice! 
Praise the Lord, praise the Lord, 
Let the people rejoice! 
O come to the Father, through Jesus the Son, 
And give Him the glory, great things He has done.  

 

Great things He has taught us, great things 
He has done 
And great our rejoicing through Jesus the 
Son; 
But purer, and h igher, and greater will be,  
Our wonder our transport, when Jesus we 
see.
